Low-Barrier: The aim of low-barrier is providing access to services with as few barriers and rules as possible, including screening individuals for services. This often means that people staying in low-barrier shelter, for example, are not expected to abstain from using alcohol, forced to adhere to time limits, or other rules. And individuals are not required to participate in certain activities in order to receive services (e.g. group, counseling, etc). ]
